Starting	from	genetic	and	genomic	
profiles	increasing	the	risk	to	develop	specific	cancer	types,	the	course	will	move	
to	ethical	issues	related	to	genetic	counselling	for	carriers	of	cancer	predisposing	
mutations.	 The	 role	 of	 chronic	 inflammation	 and	 viral	 infections	 in	 cancer	
development	 will	 then	 be	 examined,	 together	 with	 environmental	 factors	 that	
can	increase	cancer	risk.
